The explanation:  

 

These narrations, my brothers and sisters, refer to two types of actions: One is 

urinating in still water, and the other is bathing from major impurity (Janaba) in 

still water. 

 

The Prophetic prohibition of bathing from Janaba in still water is not because the 

water itself is not purifying, according to most scholars.  Some said the water 

would no longer purify since it has become affected by the impurity of Janaba, and 

this is the Hanafi position.  They say that water that has been used to remove a 

person from the state of minor or major impurity has become najass and cannot be 

used, as is mentioned in Fath al-Qadeer.   

They argue that the state of impurity is removed from the person and has been 

transferred to the water.  So if you performed wudu, and caught the water after
